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UdrzateI'ny ekonomicky rast a rozvoj narodnej ekonomiky nie je mozny bez zohl'adnenia jeho
regionalnych aspektov. V narodnej ekonomike st regiony, ktoré sa dynamicky rozvijaju a st
tahtnmi ekonomiky, ale tieZ regiony, ktorych tempo rastu vyznamne zaostdva. Spoznavanie
regionalnej dimenzie ekonomického rozvoja, zviditelnovanie aupeviiovanie pozicie
regionalnej vedy vo vedeckom aodbornom svete, hladanie pri¢in medziregiondlnych
rozdielov a ciest na ich odstranenie ma v sucasnej dobe vel'mi dolezity vyznam. Knizny trh sa
postupne dopiia o odbornu literataru, ktora skuma regionalne dimenzie ekonomického
rozvoja. V stcasnosti ziskat' teoretické podklady k definovaniu pojmov region, regionalny
rozvoj, regionalna ekonémia a ekonomika, regionalna politika uz nie je velky problém. Ak sa
vSak Citatel zaujima o literatiru, z ktorej chce ziskat’ informacie o najnovSich teodriadch
regionalneho rastu arozvoja, je to situdcia zloZitejSia. Teoretické koncepcie regionalneho
rozvoja nielen opisuju ekonomicky systém regionov, ale zaroven aj ukazuju, aké nastroje
moze politika na podporu regionalneho rozvoja vyuzivat. Teorie regiondlneho rozvoja st
¢asto vel'mi praktickymi koncepciami. Kazda koncepcia z ur¢itého pohl'adu vysvetl'uje realitu
asnazi sa okrem jej interpretacie aj identifikovat’ zasadné vychodiskd pre formulovanie
rozvojovej politiky. V sGcasnosti existuje velké mnozstvo pristupov k vysvetlovaniu
regionalneho rastu a rozvoja, pricom kazdy z tychto pristupov vysvetl'uje regionalny rozvoj
z inych pohl'adov a formuluje tiez aj r6zne odporucania pre podpornu politiku. O doplnenie
literatury tohto druhu sa pokuSa publikacia Oldficha Héjeka a Michala Lukaca s ndzvom
Teorie regionalniho rozvoje.

Hlavnou tlohou autorov bolo zaplnit’ medzeru v Studijnych textoch v oblasti regionalistiky na

Fakulte socialnych vied, Univerzity sv. Cyrila a Metoda v Trnave. Cielom predmetnej



publikacie bolo poskytnut podporu pri zoznamovani sa s teoretickymi a praktickymi
pristupmi k regionalnemu rozvoju tak, ako sa vyvijali v priestore a case.

Na devitdesiatich siedmich stranach sa autori snazia zorientovat’ Citatel'a v SirSom komplexe
problematiky tedrii regionalneho rozvoja. Obsah je prehladne tematicky rozcleneny na
kapitoly a podkapitoly. Textové cCasti st pre nazornost doplnené grafickymi prehladmi,
schémami, obrazkami a mapami. Publikicia je rozClenend na trindst’ logicky na seba
nadvézujucich kapitol.

Prva a druha kapitola su orientované na zakladné ekonomické teorie, priblizuja problematiku
neoklasickej ekonomickej teérie, keynesianstva a institucionalnej ekonomie. V d’al$ich troch
kapitolach autori popisuju lokaliza¢né tedrie zamerané na lokalizaciu pol'nohospodarskych
aktivit az po lokalizaciu priemyselnych cinnosti. Tedria centralnych miest, koncept
nedokonalej konkurencie alsardova regionalna veda st prezentované v dalSich troch
kapitolach. Desiata kapitola je zamerand na problematiku novej ekonomickej geografie
anovej tedrie rastu predstavend prostrednictvom prac Paula Krugmana, nositel'a Nobelovej
ceny. Pomaha pochopit dovody pre lokalizaciu firiem aich koncentraciu v priestore,
lokaliza¢nym rozhodnutiam firiem a konceptom aglomeracnych efektov. Jedenasta kapitola je
orientovand na tedrie skupiny jadro — periférie, prostrednictvom ktorych Studenti ziskaja
predstavu nerovnomerného, resp. nevyvazeného regionalneho rozvoja, ktory ma divergencnu
tendenciu a prejavuje sa zvdcSovanim rozdielov medzi jadrovymi regionmi a periférnymi
regionmi v konkrétnom uzemi. Va¢Sina z tychto teérii obsahuje navrh ako tieto rozdiely
znizovat, alebo ich vyuZzit' pre posilnenie celkového rozvoja. Posledné dve kapitoly
vysokoSkolskej ucebnice st zamerané na Strukturdlne pristupy, kriticky realizmus,
indtitucionalizmus a behavioralne pristupy v ramci teérii regionalneho rozvoja. Strukturalne
pristupy predstavuju relativne rozsiahlu 8kalu teérii. Cast znich je postavend na
nerovnomernom rozlozeni moci spolo¢nosti alebo medzi trhovymi aktérmi. Dalie sa
zaoberaju vhodnostou jednotlivych regionov k lokalizacii vyroby a zivotnych cyklov
jednotlivych vyrobkov. Autori stru¢ne objasiuji Citatelovi tedriu zavislosti, tedriu
mezoekonomiky a tedriu ziskovych a vyrobnych cyklov. V zavere ucebnice autori venuju
pozornost modernym pristupom regionalneho rozvoja vratane posiliiovania autorit, vzniku
klastrov, Specializacii a ich prinosov pre region. Upozoriuju predovsetkym na problematiku
znalosti v regionalnej ekonomike, dblezitosti brat’ do tivahy individualitu jednotlivych izemi,
oznacenych ako regiony. Ich pozornost’ je zamerand rozvinuti problematiku klastrovych
iniciativ a vznik samotnych klastrov v Ceskej republike, ktoré si vyznamnym nastrojom

regionalneho rozvoja.



Zaverom mozno konstatovat’, Ze vysokoskolska ucebnica Teorie regionalniho rozvoje autorov
Oldficha Hajeka a Michala Lukaca jasne, prehl'adne a zrozumiteI'ne objasiiuje problematiku
teorii regiondlneho rozvoja, ich vyvoj az po najmodernejSie teoretické pristupy s poukdzanim
na ich aplikaciu v praxi. lde o prvotni publikaciu tohto zamerania vydani na Fakulte
socialnych vied Univerzity sv. Cyrila a Metoda v Trnave, ¢im sa naskyta d’al$i priestor pre

tvorbu podrobnejsich a SpecifickejSie zameranejSich odbornych publikacii.
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Sustainable economic growth and development of national economy is not possible without
taking into account its regional aspects. In the national economy, there are regions which
develop dynamically and are the leaders of the economy, but also regions, of which growth
rate falls behind significantly. Discovering regional dimension of economic development,
strengthening the position of regional science in the scientific and professional field and
making it more visible, searching for the causes of interregional differences and the ways of
their elimination has nowadays very significant sense. Book market is being gradually
complemented by the scientific literature, which examines regional dimension of economic
development. Nowadays, it is not a great problem to obtain theoretical base for the definition
of terms, such as region, regional development, regional economy and economy, regional
policy. However, if the reader is interested in the literature, from which he needs information
about the latest theories of regional growth and development, it is a little bit more difficult
situation. The theoretical conceptions of regional development not only describe the economic
system of regions, but also show, which tools the policy can use for the support of regional
development. Theories of regional development are often very practical concepts. Each
concept explains from certain point of view the reality and strives not only to interpret, but
also to identify crucial bases for the formulation of the development policy. Currently, there
are many approaches to the explanation of regional growth and development, while each of
these approaches explains the regional development from different point of view and
formulates also different recommendations for the support policy. This kind of literature is
complemented by the publication of Oldfich H4jek and Michal Luka¢ with the title Teorie

regionalniho rozvoje.



The main task of the authors was to fill the gap in the study texts of the field of Regional
Studies at the Faculty of Social Studies, University of Ss. Cyril and Methodius in Trnava. The
objective of submitted publication was to provide the support through the familiarization with
the theoretical and practical approaches to the regional development in the way, as they have
developed in the time and space.

On ninety-seven pages, the authors try to orient the reader in the wide complex of the issue of
regional development theories. The content is thematically well-arranged and divided into the
chapters and subchapters. For clearness, the textual parts are complemented by graphical
overviews, schemes, pictures and maps. The publication is divided into thirteen logically
interconnected chapters.

The first and the second chapter focus on the basic economic theories, familiarize the reader
with the issue of neoclassic economic theory, Keynesian economics and institutional
economics. In next three chapters the authors describe the localization theories focused on the
localization of agricultural activities, up to the localization of industrial activities. The theory
of central cities, concept of imperfect competition and Isard’s regional science are presented
in next three chapters. The tenth chapter is focused on the issue of new economic geography
and new theory of growth presented through the works of Paul Krugman, Nobel Prize holder.
It helps understand the reasons for the localization of enterprises and their concentration in the
given area by the localization decisions of enterprises and concepts of agglomeration effects.
The eleventh chapter focuses on the theories of the group core—peripheries, by means of
which students will get the picture of uneven, or imbalanced regional development, which has
the divergence tendency and expresses itself by widening the differences between the core
regions and peripheral regions on certain area. Most of these theories contain the suggestion,
how to decrease these differences or how to use them for strengthening the overall
development. Last two chapters of this university textbook are focused on the structural
approaches, critical realism, institutionalism and behavioral approaches in the theories of
regional development. Structural approaches represent relatively wide scale of theories. The
part of them is based on an uneven allocation of power of the enterprise or between the
market actors, and others deal with the suitability of particular regions in regard to the
localization of the production and lifecycles of particular products. The authors briefly explain
to the reader also the dependence theory, mesoeconomics theory and the theory of profit and
production cycles. In the end of the textbook, the authors put attention to modern approaches
of regional development, including the strengthening of authorities, creation of clusters,

specialization and their contributions for the region. They point out mainly the issue of



knowledge in the regional economy, the importance of taking into account the individuality of
particular areas defined as regions. Their attention is focused on the developed problem of
cluster initiatives and formation of clusters in Czech Republic, which are significant tools of
the regional development.

In the conclusion it can be said that the university textbook Teorie regiondlniho rozvoje
written by Oldfich Hajek and Michal Lukac, clearly, understandably and in well-arranged
way clarifies the issue of regional development theories, their development up to the most
modern theoretical approaches with pointing out their application in the practice. It is the
initial publication of this focus issued at the Faculty of Social Studies, University of Ss. Cyril
and Methodius in Trnava, which creates greater space for the elaboration of more detailed and

more specifically focused scientific publications.
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
